The name ‘belle torrette’ means
beautiful towers in Italian and is a reference to San Gimignano in Italy,
where vernaccia is the primary white wine.

Two tons were tank fermented then transferred to seasoned French oak
barrels. It did not go through malo-lactic fermentation, and was lightly

filtered.
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
